
Neuroscience Undergraduate Summer Research Grant 2020

Applications due by 5 pm May 28th

What:		Research grant for remote-only summer research experience in Neuroscience 
How Much:	$100 to $3500 for living and/or research expenses paid to student.
· PLEASE NOTE: FUNDING IS CONTINGENT ON UNIVERSITY APPROVAL
How Long:	Up to 40 hours per week for 8 weeks in summer 2020
· May request less funding; funds are limited and smaller requests may allow more deserving applicants to be funded
· May request less commitment if project does not warrant 40 hours per week for 8 weeks; minimum 15 hours per week for 4 weeks
· May be non-consecutive weeks with the consent of your research adviser
· You may not work or take classes during the time committed to funded research
How to apply:	 Students please submit:
· A 2-page grant proposal consisting of:
· Background
· Specific Aims (Hypotheses)
· Methods
· Your preparation and prior research experience
· A 1-page budget request and justification
Faculty: 	The faculty member supervising your project submits an endorsement separately:
· a short statement of support for your application and for you (1-2 paragraphs) 
· certification that the work will be fully remote
· to neuroscience@u.northwestern.edu by 5 pm on May 28th
Student requirements for remote-work awards, irrespective of award amount, include: 
· A planned reading list of at least one research article or scholarly review per week, to be submitted before funds are disbursed
· Submission each week to the laboratory of a brief summary of each paper, culminating in an annotated bibliography to be submitted at the end of the project period
· Remote attendance at lab meetings, at least bi-weekly
· At least one presentation of research progress at lab meeting
· A 1-2 page(s) written summary submitted no later than two weeks after the end of the award period
· For students who plan to write a thesis next year, the application should include a plan to define the thesis topic, identify a testable hypothesis, and produce an annotated bibliography and short proposal for the thesis to be submitted at the end of the summer. This may take the place of some portion of data collection and/or analysis to the extent that the reading list is more comprehensive than that required in above  
Eligibility:	
· Must be declared Neuroscience major 
· For remote work on Neuroscience-related work 
· Work with Northwestern faculty only
